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my two conditions. The attention
and commitment given to individual
students at Vernon School is embed-
ded in preplanned approaches. These
methods should not be so easily dis-
counted or politicized because of
their association with a spectacularly
unpopular administration. We too
often fail in education and, I think, it
is because we miss the point that the
essential factor in education is a
focus on each child, gifted or not,
every day, any way that works. 

Students at Vernon are learning
fundamental skills that are not intu-
itive to many at-risk children or their
parents. At-risk students are given
real chances to fit in and stand out in
the world of learning. 
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
