You are cordially invited to attend the IDEA – BFSU Four-Team Debate Tournament on the campus of Beijing Foreign Studies University.  The tournament, with simultaneous divisions in English and Mandarin, will be held on the campus of BFSU.  

IDEA and BFSU are not charging a participation fee.  Each school is responsible for their transportation, meals and lodging.

Each school is required to bring 1 judge for every two teams entered.  Entries will not be accepted without judges.  If a judge does not show up to judge their round, the teams from their schools may be dropped from the tournament.
