Willamette University

Carpool Parking Policy/Application
Carpool parking supports and promotes sustainability and rewards those campus community members who participate. The incentives for participation, in addition to the reduction of CO2 emissions into the environment, and reducing the demand for campus parking, are:

1) Carpool groups (two or more students and/or employees) receive a Standard parking permit at the reduced price of $80 for the academic year, or $55 for second semester.  (Regular cost is $120.)
2) For use on days when a member is not able to participate in the carpool but needs to drive to campus, each member receives one free Limited Use parking permit, valid in Standard lots for any five days during the academic year.

3) The vehicle using the carpool permit, which can be transferred between vehicles, can utilize one of five designated spaces located in the Guest/Visitor parking lot at the corner of Winter and Bellevue streets.  These spaces will be for the exclusive use of carpool permit holders from 7 a.m. to 2 p.m. each weekday.*
4) When the designated carpool parking spaces are full, or if carpool members arrive on campus when parking is plentiful, the vehicle displaying the carpool permit may park in any Standard lot parking space.
*Carpool groups that arrive on campus early in the day, when parking is plentiful, are asked to not use the designated spaces, but instead to keep the spaces available for others who will be arriving during a time when general spaces are scarce or completely full.

Important notes and requirements:

1) A carpool must contain a minimum of two students and/or employees of Willamette University; no carpool member may be a campus resident.
2) Each of these people must sign the carpool permit application and swear, or affirm, that they are participating as an active member of the carpool.

3) Only one permit will be issued per carpool and must be shared among all members.  

4) Carpool members are NOT eligible to purchase another Willamette University parking permit (other than Limited Use Permits) during the time they are a member of a carpool.

5) If a member drops out, Campus Safety must be notified the next business day, in writing.

6) If membership drops below two, the carpool is dissolved and the permit must be returned to Campus Safety.  A refund will be available on a prorated basis according the published refund schedule.  

7) Each member of the carpool will receive a Limited Use Parking Permit, valid in any Standard lot for any five days during the academic year.  (Important Note:  Limited Use Permits are not valid in the Guest/Visitor parking lot, i.e., the designated carpool space permit lot).  Additional Limited Use Parking Permits may be purchased by any carpool member for $10 each.

8) If a carpool is created after individuals have already purchased other types of parking permits, the previously purchase permit can be returned, and a refund given according to the published refund schedule.

Carpool Permit Group Application

We have read the above policy and agree to its terms and conditions.  By signing below we verify that we are participating in a carpool as a group.  If the group drops below two people, we agree to return the carpool parking permit immediately.  We understand that it is our responsibility to request refunds for any previously purchased permits and that the refund schedule applies to the date that a permit is turned in, not the date the carpool is created.
