	Permitted, unlimited when participating in an event bearing a relationship to the public official’s office and when the official participates in an official capacity.  Participation requires registration or appearing on the agenda of the event as a presenter (includes registration fees).
NOTE: The OLC also recommends clearer and more stringent reporting requirements.
	Out-of-state travel and lodging is prohibited from individuals, businesses, or organizations that have business before the Legislature.
Exception for certain Nonprofit and Federal Policy Training if paid for by the organization.

	Permitted, unlimited unsolicited information material, publications or subscriptions related to the recipient’s performance of official duties.

	Contributions made to a legal expense trust fund
	Not a gift exception.
	Permitted, unlimited if requirements met.
	Not a gift exception.
	Permitted, unlimited if requirements met.

	Gifts from personal friends of the public official on a special occasion
	Not allowed from individuals without a legislative or administrative interest as impermissible financial gain.

However, GSPC has provided by rule that such gifts under $50 are permissible.

Note: Individuals with legislative or administrative interest subject to regular gift limitations (gifts under $100).
	Unlimited if the personal friend does not have a legislative or administrative interest.
If legislative or administrative interest, subject to $100 single gift and $250 per source per year.
	Subject to present law.
In addition, members may not accept items that have a value more than $10.00 from individuals, businesses, or organizations that have business before the Legislature.

	Permitted if item has a resale value of less than $25.
