Creating a Brochure Using InDesign and Photoshop

Use Photoshop to process your images – cut out unwanted material by cropping, set the resolution to at least 150-300 ppi (dpi) for printing, resize to fit your intended use, create a background image.

Create a photographic background; use Step 5 to modify other images to use in the foreground
1. Open Photoshop

2. File>New

· Preset: U.S. Paper

· Size: Letter

· Resolution: 300 pixels/inch (for printing)
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· Click OK

3. Layer>New Layer

4. File>Open: select desired image
5. Image>Image Size: change resolution, then change size

6. Select>All, Cut, Paste image into newly created Layer

7. Use the Opacity slider to make the image more transparent

8. Save the document

To create the brochure using InDesign

1. Open InDesign

2. File>New Document

· Number of Pages: 2

· Size: Landscape

· 3 columns

· Orientation: Landscape
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· Creates a document with non-printing guides

3. File>Place: opens a window to select the background image you created in Photoshop.  Drag the preview icon to the top left corner and click to insert your background image.

4. Use the text tool to create boxes for headers and text. 
5. Use the selection tool to select the leftmost text box; the small square near the right bottom of the outline is the “link columns” tool.  Click on the box and then draw the text box in the next column to enable your text to flow from column to column.

6. Type in your text or cut and paste from other source(s).

7. File>Place: select foreground image(s) and place using the cursor.

8. Window>Text Wrap opens the window that formats the text around foreground images.

9. If you want a colored background, the easiest thing to do is to have the brochure printed on colored paper!
