Helvie: do the clubs know to turn in receipts? VP Rathe: they should know and be turning those in soon. Koll: if all money allocated is spent, then we will be in the positive? VP Rathe: not if it is all spent.
7.3 VP Jones: hitch in shuttles, one did not show up on Saturday morning. Turns out manager moved 8am to 6am, everyone has been reimbursed. Speaker next week Jerry Houser to let us know what he has been doing, brief Q & A. Last senate meeting is April 29th. Starting the transition period. Prizes for BBQ came in a week late, looking for ways to use as awards to promote collegiate readership program. Tessa Allen is commencement speaker. Masla: heard equipment check-out program has stopped. VP Morton: have equipment, but no money for payroll. Previous funds were for trial period. Suggests that future funding for program goes into Exec operating budget.

9.1 Budget Discussion

9.1.1 Koll: thought of submitting act to freeze budget for rest of year. Because it reflects on Senate, should take more seriously, disappointed with approval last week. Helvie: doesn’t think new proposal necessary in light of VP Rathe’s report. Echeverri: agrees, perhaps a constitutional amendment to place a cap once in red to a certain extent. Williams Proxy: every year ASWU goes into significant red, so why is it such a big issue this year? Koll: usually it is 10-15, now 20k, so concerned. Gilbert: agrees with Echeverri about potential cap. Cobbett: likes cap, people pay fees so that they will be spent to enrich student body life. If have trend of ending in black, then the spending is good, though should be done cautiously. VP Morton: frame of reference, allocated 10k into red, but received 22k in rollover. So shouldn’t be too strict. Koll: major reason to bring this up is because we should proceed more carefully with budgets. Gilbert: why do you feel we were hasty? Koll: there was no discussion, and there should have been. Cobbett: it sounds like approving the budget was not the issue, but the way in which it was done. Would like to hear your suggestions for making you comfortable. Koll: was concerned that Hawaii club got more even though already allocated a significant sum. Cobbett: have system to suggest? VP Jones: this would be a good discussion for outside of Senate. Williams Proxy: what is the percentage of debt? Lisa Holliday: has been happy with over-allocation, because ASWU has always had money left over, and WEB usually has money left over, which is frustrating. Students want you to spend their money. Would proceed cautiously, but not freeze. 21k probably as high as should go. VP Rathe: only one more budget, and an early budget for next semester. This is the first year budgets done so frequently; let me know of any suggestions for how to do it better. Gilbert: you would suggest stopping 21k? Lisa: have Rathe talk to clubs that haven’t spent money on events that were planned in past, and try to get that back to ASWU, also this is only the 2nd year we have received budgets all the time, previously only funded twice a year. Koll: please bring this up to finance board. Rep: philanthropy chair of beta for ‘walk a mile in her shoes’. Have companies willing to donate money for laps. Need funding for buying high heels. $425. Expensive because buying size 15-17 shoes. This will be a recurring event, and will keep shoes, so investment. VP Rathe: who support? Rep: mid valley women’s crisis center, should promote awareness of sexual discrimination and assault. VP Rathe: they do not have to submit a budget request. ASWU can fund fundraisers, just cannot give money directly to charity. Koll: precedence for advertising? VP Rathe: $25, but can get more if line-item. Gilbert: anyone can participate in this event? Rep: both men and women can walk, and all laps would be counted towards donations. Koll motions to allocate $425, Fakhoury seconds, passed.
