8.0 Presentation: Careers w/ Jerry Houser

8.1 Appreciates invitation. A lot has occurred recently, only came in last 6 months. Infrastructure is nice, have virtual career center with 4 different software programs. A lot is offered there. Good opportunities for individual advising. Lots of interest in resumes. People tend to undersell volunteer activities, such as Senate, though it is exactly what grad schools and employers are looking at. Lots of walk-in services. Lots of experience working with employers and at bigger and smaller schools. Have clinical psychologist career councilor; don’t usually get that kind of quality. She is tremendous asset. Encourages you to talk and go to web page. Had career fair yesterday, 1st Avenue. Still sometimes get seniors without good resumes, so should really encourage people to get involved and seek challenge. Would like to get more student involvement, since have so much to offer. Have 135 jobs/internships posted on jobcat now, a lot for WU. 15th next week, to listen to panel of grad school admission folks. Linked-In is good website with 80% employers looking at Facebook and linked-in. Questions/impressions/ concerns? Cobbett: do you have career service connections in cities other than Oregon area? JH: If you are a junior or senior, then you have access to compass, 20,000 alumni connections. Keyword searchable. If can’t find there, then ask alumni office, and they will connect you, best way to get a job. Huge network. Cobbett: know a lot of freshman. Planning on creating job cat like thing for other city centers for summer type work? JH: trying to get it down to 500 ‘hot’ employers, trying to make it easier, can’t simply go find jobs in Seattle. Monster is good to find jobs. Part of goal is to continue to extend self. Delph: what are the next core things working on for career center? JH: will look at internships for academic credit. Expansion of internships. Hiring new staff. Working with Salem hospital on variety of internships. Continuing building relationships with employers. Usually when students meet with them find out a lot more than just resume. Want to get people in earlier, when people get in as freshman and sophomores, they are a lot better off. Trying to work with large groups, like this, to spread work. Delph: increasing number of internships, there has been lots of media about employers offering internships illegally for free work. Does jobcat screen for those? JH: yes and no, every job screened, cautious, if get bad feedback, will not repost job. Need solid definition of internships. Koll: sometimes website is intimidating, lots of information, any way to get 5 min video to have run down on what should look at. Had meeting to learn that, would be better to have website be more accessible. JH: current webpage new, so still working on it. Best bit is resume clicks, 2 4min videos on resume writing. Have link to it on webpage. That is a good idea, need to work on webpage. Masla: doing stuff during OD to get started early? JH: yup, have info session and address at some point. Do people pay attention to career talk? Sen: yup. Gilbert: how much money should generic summer internship be? JH: depends on area, Oregon cheaper than LA. 10$ is good, or min wage. Not uncommon to work part-time as well. Employers really wanting to see internship. Masla: looked into what current senior class is doing? JH: going to do senior survey on April 15th, it is the first year it is required. Asking exactly that.
